Creating the Conditions for Students to Succeed 

Proposals are due by Monday, April 17, 2006

Program Description

The Program invites proposals to address the challenges of teaching CUNY’s 215, 000 undergraduates; to engage them at the start of their academic life, no matter which door they enter; to ensure that general education, including science and math, becomes the bedrock of that academic life; to investigate the relationships of academic literacies across the curriculum (media and information technologies; qualitative and quantitative reasoning; and reading, writing and speaking abilities). Of particular importance are pedagogies that consider knowledge in its rich disciplinary contexts, as well as interdisciplinary work, especially across the science/humanities divide. Intercollegiate work that links student experience is especially invited. 

Possible areas of inquiry include developmental education, ESL education, first year students (introductory courses, freshman seminars, freshman year programs, general education, gateway courses and courses in which there are low pass rates, technology and teaching, collaborative projects between community and senior colleges, and graduate and professional education.

Timeline

Projects are funded for one year, from September 1, 2006 to June 30, 2007. The budget must be spent during this time.

 Funding  

Approximately ten to fifteen (10-15) proposals will be funded at:

$5000 for individual projects

$10,000 for team projects

Funds may be used for release time, stipends for adjuncts or other faculty and teaching staff, travel, conference or workshop attendance, or other relevant costs. Justification must be submitted at time of application. 


The budget must be spent by June 30, 2007.

Evaluation

Projects will be selected by a University-wide, interdisciplinary committee of faculty and senior administrators chaired by Judith Summerfield, University Dean for Undergraduate Education. The committee will give preference to proposals that have broad implications for undergraduate education at CUNY. 

Proposal Submission

Proposals are due Monday, April 17, 2006. The proposal must be approved and signed (on the cover sheet) by the provost at each participating campus and should follow normal campus procedures for proposal approval at those campuses.

Five (5) copies of the signed proposal must be submitted, accompanied by the copy with original signatures on top. Alternatively, you may submit one signed original by mail and one electronic copy by email to Zhanna.Kushmakova@mail.cuny.edu.
