The film will be followed by Q and A with the filmmaker led by Baruch Professor Alison Griffiths.  Inspired by a real-life documentary, Saadia documents one woman's experience in the Moroccan resistance and her ambition to free her country from French colonialism.  The film was made with the paint on glass technique.   Saadia is followed by award-winning director Gini Reticker's fascinating PBS Wide Angle series documentary Class of 2006 which examines 50 Moroccan women who were among the first to be officially trained as religious leaders in the Arab world.  The women graduates work as spiritual guides in mosques, schools, hospitals, and prisons, even hosting their own television and radio talk shows.  The producer of Class of 2006, Charlotte Mangin will be attending the screening and she will be talking about her film.

Currently teaching at NYU, this Chilean writer will discuss the ways in which contemporary women´s writing (before, during and immediately after the dictatorship) portrays Chile as a prison of sorts, and explores the multiple and sometimes contradictory fashion in which female subjectivity has envisioned an escape from compulsory gender roles. Meruane’s short stories have appeared in international magazines and anthologies as well as in her first book Las Infantas (Chile, 1998). She has published the novels Póstuma (Chile, 2000; Portugal, 2001) and Cercada (2000). In 2004 she obtained a Guggenheim Grant for the novel Fruta Podrida (Rotten Fruit), which has recently obtained the Chilean Best Unpublished Novel Prize of 2006.
