Training in the Protection of Human Subjects

All key research personnel at CUNY must complete the online Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) Training Program prior to IRB approval of a new or continuing review application, or an amendment application that requests addition of key personnel. 

Key personnel are defined as the Principal Investigator, co-investigators and research personnel who interact directly with human subjects or who have access to private information related to human subjects during the course of a research project. Key personnel also include faculty sponsors /advisors who provide direct oversight of research with human subjects or research using private information about human subjects. 

CITI instructional modules are organized by "learner groups". Once you log on to the CITI website you will be prompted to select a learner group. Select the learner group that most closely reflects the main emphasis of your work. The learner groups include:

· Biomedical Investigators
· Social and Behavioral Investigators
· Graduate Students
· Undergraduate Students

Most users complete the training in approximately 4 hours. You are not required to complete the training all at once. You may stop and start at anytime. Just remember your user name and password. 

Refresher Course
CITI training must be renewed every 3 years for all key research personnel. You will receive an email notice from CITI 30 days prior to the expiration date for your course, but you may also log on to the CITI website to see when you are due to take your refresher course. You may complete the refresher course up to 90 days prior to the expiration date of your current CITI training.

Non-CUNY Collaborators
CUNY HRPP will accept training in the protection of human subjects provided by and in accordance with the collaborating institution’s policies. IRB approval from the collaborating institution’s IRB will serve as documentation of completion of such training. Collaborators from institutions relying on CUNY UI-IRBs will be required to complete CITI training outlined above.
