· IRB Application – (Part I)

· Forms submitted (Continuing Review or Amendment/Modification Forms)

· Original IRB Application – ( this should be the most up-to-date protocol w/ research procedures attached)*

· Currently approved documents (recruitment, data collection, informed consent, and debriefing documents) 

· Required Supplemental Forms (A – P)

· External IRB Approval Documents (if applicable). Unaffiliated Co-PI’s must attach copies of their institution’s IRB approval.*

· Copy of Current Grant Proposal (If applicable).

· Applications submitted in previous year (continuing review, amendments if applicable)

· Stamped Forms from previous year – (Consent/Debriefing Forms, etc.)

· Copy of Current Approval Letter

· [bookmark: _GoBack]All faculty advisors and key personnel must be registered and “shared” on IRBNet attaching their CITI certificates to their individual User Profiles. Unaffiliated Co-PI’s must attach equivalent training certification to their individual User Profiles. See CITI Guidance Document for details.

*Please note that if you’ve submitted amendments to your protocol that change research procedures, you will be required to fill out Part II of the IRB Application. CUNY requires that a “complete” IRB application including all research procedures be on file.

** If Unaffiliated PI’s do not have IRB Approval from their institutions, then they will need to contact the CUNY UI-IRB Office with a request for the Director of Research Conduct to consider Individual Investigator Agreement's (IIA's).

Do not attach CITI Certificates directly to your IRBNet applications.  All certificates should be attached to individual user profiles and not particular applications. See IRBNet Training and Credentials Attachment for details.
Faculty Advisors and Key Personnel should be “shared” on each application. See IRBNet – Researcher 1 instructions for details
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
