Her connections to Haiti began when she was hired as an investigator for the Commission de Verité et de Justice (Haitian Truth and Justice Commission) in 1995. Along with collaborators from CHRGJ, Zanmi Lasante, Partners In Health, and the RFK Center for Justice and Human Rights, she co-authored the human rights report Wòch nan Soley: The Denial of the Right to Water in Haiti (2008) and a journal article with the same title, published in Health and Human Rights (2009).  She is Chair of the Haiti Advocacy Committee of RFK Memorial Center for Justice and Human Rights, serves as an Advisory Committee member for the newly-formed service organization HaitiCorps, and is currently engaged in a project on donor accountability.
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
