Linda Gibbs 

Deputy Mayor, New York City Health and Human Services
Linda I. Gibbs was appointed Deputy Mayor for Health and Human Services by Mayor Michael R. Bloomberg in January 2006. In this role she oversees nine city agencies with a combined budget of over $20 billion. Upon appointment, Linda created the Center for Economic Opportunity to design and implement evidence-based initiatives to reduce poverty. The Center was the first to develop an updated poverty measure that has been adopted by the Obama Administration and is the first in North America to create a conditional cash transfer program. Through her collaborative approach to management, Linda has made it easier and more cost-effective for non-profit organizations to work with the City through reforms in the contracting and procurement process. She is also known for developing HHS-Connect, a data integration and exchange system that links data from a dozen City agencies, easing the burden on the caseworkers and clients to collect information and informing better case practice.  

Prior to her appointment as Deputy Mayor, Linda served as Commissioner of the New York City Department of Homeless Services and was the chief administrator of the Mayor’s ambitious strategy to end chronic homelessness. During the Giuliani Administration, she served as the Deputy Commissioner for Management and Planning for the New York City Administration for Children’s Services. Since her graduation from SUNY Potsdam and SUNY Buffalo School of Law, Linda has also served in the New York City Council as Special Advisor to the Director of the Finance Division and at the Mayor’s Office of Management and Budget as Deputy Director for Social Services. She and her husband Thomas McMahon live in Dumbo with their two children, Ryann and Leo.

Associate Professor and MPA Director, Department of Political Science and Public Affairs, Seton Hall University
Matt Hale is currently an Associate Professor and Director of the MPA program at Seton Hall University, in the Department of Political Science and Public Affairs. Diana B. Henriques is a senior financial writer for The New York Times, where she has worked since 1989. In 2005, she was a finalist for a Pulitzer Prize and won a George Polk Award, the Worth Bingham Prize for Investigative Reporting and Harvard’s Goldsmith Prize for her 2004 series exposing insurance and investment rip-offs of young military consumers. David R. Jones, Esq. 

President, Community Service Society of New York

David R. Jones is President and Chief Executive Officer of the Community Service Society of New York (CSS), a nonpartisan, not-for-profit organization that promotes economic advancement and full civic participation for low-income New Yorkers. Mr. Jones, an outspoken advocate for low-income New Yorkers, writes bi-weekly newspaper columns in the New York Amsterdam News and El Diario/La Prensa and a weekly blog on the Huffington Post website that serve to educate the public and government officials on issues of importance to minority and poor communities. 
Mr. Jones has led CSS since 1986. From 1983 to 1986, he served as Executive Director of the New York City Youth Bureau. Mr. Jones was Special Advisor to Mayor Koch from 1979 to 1983 with responsibilities in race relations, urban development, immigration reform, and education. 
A highly respected New York City leader on issues of urban poverty and economic advancement, Mr. Jones was appointed by Mayor Bloomberg to several commissions, including his transition committee. Mr. Jones is Chair of the Advisory Board of New York City’s Independent Budget Office and a member of the Advisory Council of the New York City Department of Health & Mental Hygiene. He is a board member of the Scherman Foundation. He is also Chairman of the Board of the Nation Institute. 
From 1996 to 2000, Mr. Jones was Chairman of the Board of Carver Federal Savings Bank, the largest African-American managed bank in the nation. He served for 12 years on the board of trustees of Wesleyan University and is now a Trustee Emeritus. Mr. Jones also served on the board of the New York City Health and Hospitals Corporation and was Vice Chairman of the Primary Care Development Corporation, which finances health care programs and facilities in medically underserved communities. 
Mr. Jones is past chairman of the National Committee for Responsive Philanthropy, which is committed to making organized philanthropy more responsive to socially, economically, and politically disenfranchised people. He is a founding member of the Upper Manhattan Empowerment Zone and for seven years was President of Black Agency Executives, a group of black leaders of major New York City human service agencies. For over 10 years he served as a member of the board of directors of the Puerto Rican Legal Defense and Education Fund.
While receiving his Bachelor of Arts degree from Wesleyan University, Mr. Jones interned for the late Senator Robert F. Kennedy in Washington, D.C. He received a Juris Doctor degree from the Yale Law School in 1974, afterwards clerking for Judge Constance Baker Motley of the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of New York. Mr. Jones was a recipient of the Thomas J. Watson Fellowship. Among his many awards is an honorary Doctor of Humane Letters from the City University of New York. Prior to his nonprofit and public service careers, he specialized in corporate antitrust cases and contract litigation at the law firm of Cravath, Swaine & Moore.
Born in the Bedford-Stuyvesant community of Brooklyn on April 30, 1948, Mr. Jones is the son of the late Assemblyman and Judge Thomas R. Jones. He is married to Dr. Valerie King, a clinical psychologist. They have two children. Mr. Jones is a member of the New York State and Federal Bars.

Distinguished Lecturer and Director, Center for Nonprofit Strategy and Management, School of Public Affairs, Baruch College 
James A. (Jack) Krauskopf is Distinguished Lecturer and Director of the Center for Nonprofit Strategy and Management in the School of Public Affairs at Baruch College (City University of New York).  He was previously Chief Program Officer for the 9/11 United Services Group, which was formed in 2001 to coordinate the social services organizations assisting people affected by the September 11 World Trade Center attack.  During nearly 15 years at The New School (formerly New School for Social Research), he was Dean of the Robert J. Milano Graduate School of Management and Urban Policy, Senior Vice President for Administration and Finance, and faculty member in urban policy.

City Limits is the third nonprofit where Jarrett has worked for; In 1996 he taught a summer youth employment class at the Human Resources Agency of New Britain, Connecticut, and in 2002 he was a researcher at Community Food Resource Center. Jack Rosenthal

Former New York Times Editorial Page Editor and Foundation President; Senior Fellow, The Atlantic Philanthropies
Jack Rosenthal, who was for 40 years a reporter, editor and executive of The New York Times, is now the first Senior Fellow of The Atlantic Philanthropies, an international foundation that supports research, service and advocacy in the fields of ageing, children and youth, human rights, and population and health.  

 Mr. Rosenthal was born in Tel-Aviv, grew up in Portland, Oregon and went to Harvard, where he was an executive of The Harvard Crimson.  He worked as a reporter and editor at The Oregonian in Portland and served in the U.S. Army.   In 1961, he went to Washington and served as special assistant to Attorneys General Robert F. Kennedy and Nicholas deB. Katzenbach.  In 1966, the Washington press corps voted him the outstanding press officer in the U.S. Government.  He then served in the Department of State as executive assistant to the Under Secretary.  

In 1967-68, he was a Fellow at the Kennedy Institute of Politics at Harvard, during which time he also served as the principal editor of the presidential commission report on urban riots (the Kerner Report).  

He joined The Times as its national urban correspondent in 1969 and won the Gerald Loeb Award, the highest honor in business journalism, for his pioneering reporting on the demography and economics of American cities.  Mr. Rosenthal joined the editorial board in 1977 as deputy editor and in 1982 won the Pulitzer Prize for distinguished editorial writing, on politics, social policy and immigration. He served as Editorial Page Editor (1986-1993) and Magazine Editor (1993-2000), in which position he directed the creation of The Times Capsule, a Calatrava sculpture installed outside the American Museum of Natural History.

 In 2002, in response to his work at the Foundation for 9/11 victims, the Human Resources Council of New York gave him its Leadership Award and the Children’s Aid Society awarded him its Charles Loring Brace Medal for Distinguished Service. In 2007, he received the Merage Foundation National Leadership Award for service by an immigrant to America. 

Mr. Rosenthal is chairman of ReServe, an award-winning nonprofit agency that he and Herb Sturz founded in 2004.  It connects educated elders with skilled work at public and private service agencies. By mid-2010 it had made nearly 1,100 placements and was preparing to expand to other cities.  He serves on the Advisory Committee of the Thomas Jefferson Papers and the boards of StoryCorps, the Center for New York City Neighborhoods, the Merage Foundation, NYCharities.org and Everybody Wins! 

He lives in New York City with his wife, Holly Russell, a metal sculptor.

Editor, New York Nonprofit Press
Fred Scaglione is the Founding Editor of the New York Nonprofit Press, a trade newspaper and daily E-Newsletter covering the nonprofit human services community in the NYC metropolitan area.   Launched in July of 2002, NYNP distributes more than 30,000 copies of its monthly newspaper to management and staff of nonprofit organizations throughout New York City, Long Island and the Hudson Valley. 

Mr. Scaglione’s career combines experience in government, nonprofits and journalism.
