John Casey, Associate Professor
School of Public Affairs at Baruch College
John Casey was appointed Associate Professor in the School of Public Affairs at Baruch College in 2008.

From 1999 to 2007, he was a Senior Lecturer in management, leadership and governance at the Australian Graduate School of Policing, Charles Sturt University, Sydney. He was also a visiting lecturer in criminal justice at the University of Maine at Augusta, USA and the Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona, and an adjunct lecturer in community management at the University of Technology, Sydney. 

Before his academic career, Dr. Casey worked as a public sector and nonprofit manager. From 1992 to 1998, he was the Executive Officer of the Masters in Public Management program at a three university consortium in Barcelona, Spain and a consultant to the European Union working on public sector development in Eastern Europe. Previously, he had been the Director of the Mayor's Office of Adult Literacy for the City of New York, USA and a social services manager in Sydney, Australia. 

He has published extensively and given numerous presentations in the fields of government -non-government relations, immigration policy, policing, and university teaching.

Lynne spent the first part of her career in the United States promoting educational programs for low income families and children, as a teacher and administrator in the New York City and Port Washington Long Island public school systems. 
In 1990, she moved with her family to Bolivia where she joined forces with Carmen Velasco to develop training programs for women receiving donated food. Lynne and Carmen developed an inclusive, comprehensive program based on what the women insisted were their primary needs. The training programs in business development, child development, health and family planning eventually led to the founding of Pro Mujer, a microfinance and women’s development network that combines financial services with the training programs women need to build sustainable lives for themselves and their families. The program that started in Bolivia has been successfully expanded and replicated in Nicaragua (1996), Peru (1999), Mexico (2001) and Argentina (2005). 
Lynne has degrees in Government (B.A., Principia College); Education (M.A., Teachers College, Columbia University); American History (M.A., New York University) and Educational Administration (Ed.D., New York University).
