We are currently looking into possible Science Bowls in the area that we could compete in for next spring.  
Design 4 the Environment

Professor – Brian Kane 

The course will look at how designers apply sustainable techniques by looking at the dynamics of natural systems, plants and animals to model systems in closed loops of energy, waste and growth.
